Matters Arising

· Concern was raised about the absence of the “Twenty’s Plenty” sign on Broich Road promised by PKC prior to the opening of the new campus.
· Obstructive Parking in Alichmore Lane and North Bridge Street Still causing concern.  To be raised by Chairman.
Chairman’s Report

Chairman reported on the study which is monitoring the air quality in the High Street and James Square.  There is an excess of Nitrogen Dioxide which is being checked by a white box positioned in the square.
Secretary’s Report

Waste awareness Coordinator for PKC’s Environment Service PKC had sent information and a leaflet regarding a scheme to support and fund community waste prevention initiatives.  Chairman to contact D. Boyle, Crieff in Leaf and Secretary to write to High School.

Community Councillors’ Reports

C. C. A. Fernie reported on the Outline Planning Application regarding a proposed development of 6 Homes at West March.  A number of concerns were raised from the floor including: the fact that the proposed application is situated in a Green Field Site; a number of trees would have to be removed; the entrance is directly opposite that of Taylor Park and next to a narrow bridge; flooding and also the fact that a proposal to develop this site previously had been rejected.  Secretary to write to planning department for an update of the situation.
C.C. A. McKay reported to the Roads department damage to signpost OchilviewGardens/Orchard Park. 

C.C. O. Sweeney queried the priorities for road maintenance with particular reference to the weather damaged surface of Commissioner street near the Primary school.

AOCB
The Indicator at the Knock has still not been returned.  PKC officer commented that this would happen in conjunction with the completion of refurbishment works at Crieff Hydro hotel.  To be raised by L.A. Councillors H. MacDonald and A. Younger.

Parking on the single yellow line along Broich Terrace by parents dropping off and picking up Primary School children is still occurring and is regarded as a dangerous hazard.  To be raised.

Concern was raised about the potential danger of the narrowness of Broich Road along the boundary of the new High School resulting in there not being enough room for buses and cars travelling in opposite directions to pass each other.  

Concern was raised about obstructions caused by green dustbins on the pavement along specific parts of the High Street, particularly where the pavement is narrow, causing pedestrians having to resort going onto the road.

Dissatisfaction was expressed about “anti-social” tenants being housed before local residents.

Perth and Kinross Councillor’s Reports

L.A. Councillor H. MacDonald suggested that as the Community Council has a variety of issues regarding roads that she ask the Director of roads to attend a meeting.  The community Council should prepare a list of their concerns.
