· Chairman R. Ferguson discussed a list of issues regarding roads to be presented to PKC’s Director of Roads by L.A. Councillor, H. Mac Donald. 
Beauly-Denny Overhead Electricity Line

Chairman read out a communication from the Environment service at PKC requesting written comments from the Community Council on the Community Liaison Scheme which SSE are required to submit for the approval of the Planning Authority as a condition 66 of the Beauly-Denny overhead electricity line consent.  Secretary to acknowledge the terms. 

L.A. Councillor, A. Cowan suggested that although the overhead electricity line does not fall within the community council area access for building works may do so. 

Chairman’s Report
Chairman reported on the state of the notice board in St. James’ Square which requires the perspex to be replaced.  He also referred to the condition of the steps in the Square which were not being swept regularly.  This is a Health and Safety matter and Secretary to write to PKC.  

Secretary’s Report
Secretary reported on the new upgraded Community website: www.crieffonline.co.uk which requires users to register before it can be accessed.  C.C. Minutes and Agendas will be posted thereon.  Minutes and Agendas will also be available from the Strathearn Herald Office and Draft minutes will be sent to “The Crieff and Comrie Quair” when publication dates can be met timeously.
Secretary also reported on an article to be published in the Strathearn Herald in the Friday 7th May edition, promoting the image of the Community Council and encouraging members of the community to attend meetings.  
Community Councillor’s Reports
C.C. A. Fernie reported a planning application by T. Handy, 11 Cameron Place, for a garden extension into an adjacent vacant plot.  More details to be sought.
Treasurer, A. McDonald, requested that the question of fund raising at the instance of Community Councillors should be considered.  

C.C. A. McKay reported that grants could be forthcoming from PKC for specific events.  Community Councillors asked to consider suggestions for such events.

Concerns were also expressed about traffic problems in the High Street caused by too much traffic, lorries offloading and bus parking.  C.C. A. McKay suggested that offloading could be restricted to within certain time limits.

Concern was expressed about the large numbers of trees planted in the grounds of the new Community Campus which may adversely affect properties of nearby residents.  L.A. Councillor reported that she had requested to have some removed.  The matter is being looked into.
